INFORMED ACTION

IDENTIFYING SOLUTIONS

How could you encourage your students to identify and explore a variety of solutions that could
directly address the issue? How could students make decisions about which solution(s) to implement?

Student groups engage in discourse and evidence based argumentation in order to select a preferred and
alternate location for the proposed building.

DESIGNING A PLAN AND TAKING INFORMED ACTION

What resources or frameworks will students use to create their plan of environmental action?
During what time period will they execute their action project?

Student groups chose a method of sharing their findings to an audience outside of the school community.
Possibilities include:

- Pamphlet or flyer for community outreach

- PSA video or audio piece for use on local media/online

- Presentation or letter to Blandy or University of Virginia Administration

- Informational signs for Blandy or post to Blandy website

Groups determine the information they wish to share, the appropriate audience, and the purpose of their piece
(to inform, persuade, dissuade, etc.)

EVALUATING ACTION

In what ways could students reflect on the action project and determine the extent to which
it successfully addresses the issue?

Prior to taking action, student groups evaluate and provide feedback to one another based on a rubric. Groups
use this peer feedback to conduct a self-evaluation, and then revise their work as needed. Students and teachers

select the top four presentations from their school. These student teams present their projects to the selected
audience.

After taking action, students engage in a guided group conversation reflecting on the experience. Students
close the project with a reflective essay (or journal entry) that allows them to consider what they think worked,
what they would change, and what next steps they could take.
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
